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President’s Message, Ray Zabihach
The New Jersey Section of the American Water Re-
sources Association is proud to announce the forma-
tion of a new Committee, which will deal with
groundwater. A more detailed description of the
Groundwater Committee is available further below in
this issue.

New Jersey has the highest per capita density in the
US and comparable level of imperviousness. Yet
about half of the water usage in New Jersey is derived
from groundwater sources. While groundwater is a
significant water resource, it is mostly out of sight and
therefore it is seldom in the general public’s mind.

We would not have achieved the status of densest
state without the unfortunate side effect of extensive
impervious coverage. Imperviousness reduces the
amount of recharge and increases opportunities for
water pollution. In addition, our increasing water
consumption rates have also compounded ground-
water depletion. Much needs to be done to educate
government officials and the public on the impor-
tance of our groundwater resources as well as aware-
ness of the growing threat to water quality and
quantity.

While our overall knowledge of groundwater is grow-
ing there remains nonetheless a significant need to
expand our scientific research. This then is the dual
role we can play, to help advance and advocate
more technical research as well as perform the impor-
tant function of outreach and education. We wish
our new Groundwater Committee success and en-
courage anyone interested in participating with the
Commiittee to contact us.

Groundwater Committee
An exploration meeting to determine the interest in forming a Groundwater Committee was held at
the USGS office in West Trenton, NJ on June 20, 2005. Approximately a dozen people attended the
meeting. The group identified numerous topics of interest, including groundwater/surface water inter-
actions, the need to understand the effects of water supply development, the occurrence, distribution,
transport and fate of natural and anthropogenic contamination, and understanding how of ground-
water/surface water interactions affect ecology.

The possible functions of the committee will be primarily education and outreach activities. Specifi-
cally, the need to better educate professionals on topics such as the effects of infiltrating storm water,
the private well testing act program, septic system/nitrate dilution modeling and the geology of NJ and
how it relates to the state's ground water supplies. This could be accomplished by holding seminars,
conferences and field trips as well as holding briefings with policy makers/ legislators.

The group will next schedule an organizational meeting. The purpose of the meeting will be to discuss
the charter for the committee and establish roles for officers of the committee and select individuals to
serve in those roles. We will need to discuss meeting schedules and basics such as how we will set agen-
das and conduct meetings. Rick Kropp, District Chief, U.S.G.S., has agreed to take the lead in working
with the NJ AWRA to establish the committee until the officers are elected.

NEW YORK -- Regional representatives from the American Institute of Architects (AIA) and the United States
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) today joined forces to sign a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU)
that promotes green buildings and sustainable living in New York and New Jersey. The agreement is part of a
larger, national initiative between the two organizations to advance the knowledge of green design and to
promote sustainable development.

Kathleen Callahan, EPA Acting Regional Administrator; Susan Chin, FAIA, President AIA New York Chapter,
Bruce Turner, AlA, President, AIA New Jersey and Barbara Smith Mishara, AlA, President, AIA New York
State were present at the signing ceremony to kick- off the initiative.

"Sustainability is about creating a world in which our quality of life, prosperity and the environment are all in
balance," said Kathleen Callahan. "Through this initiative, EPA and AlA pledge to

advance the know-how to make buildings in New York and New Jersey—where we work and live -- safer,
healthier and more efficient."

The MOU builds on past environmental achievements of the AlA such as the Environmental Resource Guide

(ERQ) launched with EPA funding. This publication became a cornerstone in the early green building move-
ment. EPA and the AIA are also working together on the national Smart Growth Network to promote com-
munity development that protects the environment

while offering intelligent choices in housing, transportation, and neighborhood amenities.

"The AIA NY chapter has included green design criteria at the inception of the Center for Architecture, our
chapter's new home. Its innovative geothermal system is among the most accessible in the city. We are de-
lighted to host the regional signing of the Memorandum of Understanding to build green buildings and com-
munities. Building towards a sustainable environment is an important goal for our Center.” said Susan Chin,
FAIA, President of the AIA New York Chapter.

"As architects in the most densely populated state in the nation, AIA New Jersey has always included elements
of green design principles in our built environments," said Bruce D. Turner, AlA, President of the AIA New Jer-
sey chapter. "Recently, we have encouraged our architects to create built environments centered around envi-
ronmental protection and inclusion by creating Smart Growth Awards jointly with the State of New Jersey's
Office of Smart Growth."

Design and construction, while improving many qualities of human life, have a significant impact on the envi-
ronment at the local, regional, and global level . These impacts occur during all building stages, from the ex-
traction and manufacturing of building products, through siting, design, construction, operation, maintenance,
renovation and ultimate disposal.

Green buildings and communities create opportunities to reduce the intensive use of energy, water and mate-

Community Rating $ystem $eminar

On May 16", the Flood Management Committee of NJ-AWRA hosted a Continuing Education Seminar on the Com-
munity Rating System (CRS) at the Delaware River Basin Commission Meeting Room, West Trenton, NJ. David Van
Troost, Insurance Services Office (ISO) Field Office Coordinator for New Jersey and New York was the featured
speaker. About twenty people, including representatives of three municipalities, attended this informative presen-
tation.

CRS is a program run jointly by the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) and the ISO. The concept is
simple — to reward communities that take proactive steps to reduce flood risks in their community.

All communities that participate in the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) have agreed to adopt a flood
damage reduction ordinance in return for flood insurance being made available to residents of that community.
New Jersey is ranked fourth of all the states in terms of total losses claimed under NFIP. CRS looks to document ac-
tions above and beyond the minimum NFIP criteria. Credit points are given for such activities as outreach, map-
ping upgrades, increased freeboard, flood hazard reduction projects, preparedness activities, etc. There are even
State programs (such as Dam Safety) that result in “free” CRS credits to all communities in the State.

The total number of CRS credit points will determine the percent reduction in flood insurance premiums for policy

holders in that community. 1SO performs a verifica-
tion visit to the community to confirm the points be-
ing claimed. Obviously, communities with large
numbers of flood insurance policy holders stand to
benefit the most from CRS. However, any commu-
nity that is being proactive in flood damage reduc-
tion activities can benefit from this program.

Many communities are currently doing enough ac-
tivities to warrant CRS participation, simply by docu-
menting their activities. If a community official
wants to know more about CRS, please call David
Van Troost at 585-394-3815 or send him an e-mail at
dvantroost@iso.com.

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Homack Award (Continued from page 1)
and historic and open space preservation.

As Executive Director of the D&R Canal Commission, he oversaw a canal which is a State
Park, a water supply and an historic place. Mr. Amon had the vision to relate the land
uses surrounding the Canal with protecting both the water quality and quantity of the
water supply. This was achieved through the creation of a series of innovative master
plans and corresponding development review regulations. The D&R Canal Commission,
during his tenure, instituted the first regional, watershed-based stormwater management
rules in New Jersey that address both water quality and water quantity. The Commission
introduced a riparian buffer rule that affected 22 streams in central NJ, as well as put
conservation easements on over 3000 acres of riparian buffer lands beginning in 1990,
long before C-1rules by NJDEP. A wide range of groups, organizations and govern-
ment entities have continually solicited his planning and regulatory expertise.

Mr. Amon’s leadership capabilities are obvious not only in the administration of the D&R Canal Commission but
through his volunteer activities. He has served as Chairman of several organizations, including: Lower Delaware
Wild & Scenic Management Plan Committee, Land Acquisition Committee for the Hunterdon Land Trust Alli-
ance (2001-2005), and the Hopewell Borough Planning Board. Mr. Amon also has an impressive track record of
assistance in the creation of new environmental, open space, historic and water resource organizations, including
the Delaware and Raritan Greenway, Delaware River Greenway and Delaware River Mill Society. In addition,
Mr. Amon has been a Trustee or advisor to several open space organizations. He has received many awards and
honors for his professional achievements as well as peer recognition from a wide spectrum of organizations, in-
cluding the Canal Society of New Jersey, the American Society of Landscape Architects (NJ Chapter), the Hunter-
don County Planning Board, American Planning Association (N) Chapter) and the Stony Brook Millstone Water-
shed Association.

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S$econd National Water Resources Policy Dialogue Outcome

American Water Resources Association (AWRA) under the sponsorship of nine federal agencies and nearly 40 state,
local business, and non-governmental organizations held its Second National Water Resources Policy Dialogue in Tuc-
son, Arizona on February 14-15, 2005. The meeting was attended by over 250 of the Nation’s water resource experts.
In a letter to President Bush, four significant challenges facing the Nation were identified as follows:

e The Nation’s water issues need to be addressed in an integrated manner, focusing not on single projects but on
programs and watershed and basin level issues. The successful cooperative and holistic efforts evidence in evolv-
ing programs to restore the Everglades, manage the California Bay Delta, and protect Coastal Louisiana, need to
be replicated across the country.

e There is need to reconcile the myriad laws, executive orders and Congressional guidance that have created a
disjointed, ad-hoc national water policy and to clearly define our 21* century goals. Many important laws were
passed early in the last century when national objectives and physical conditions were far different than they are
today. Many of these laws are in conflict, placing executing federal, state and tribal agencies in tenuous and
sometimes adversarial situations. Reexamination of these laws would eliminate contradiction and confusion and
lead to far more effective water policies and policy implementation.

¢ Recognizing the fiscal realities facing the Nation, there is a need to more effectively coordinate the actions of
federal, state, tribal and local governments in dealing with water. Collaboration instead of competition will pro-
vide better and more fiscally efficient use of scarce resources and will assist in overcoming decision gridlock on key
water programs.

e The Nation is blessed with access to superb scientific capabilities and cutting edge information technologies that
can support water-related decision making. These capabilities and technologies need to be clearly focused on
supporting water policy decision makers as they carry out their challenging responsibilities.

The NJ Geological Survey (NJGS) is a public service and research agency within the NJ Department of Environ-
mental Protection. Founded in 1835, the NJGS has evolved from a mineral resources and topographic mapping
agency to a modern environmental organization that collects and provides geoscience information to government,
consultants, industry, environmental groups, and the public.

The mission of the Survey is to map, research, interpret and provide scientific information regarding the state's ge-
ology and ground-water resources. This information supports the regulatory and planning functions of DEP and
other governmental agencies and provides the business community and public with the information necessary to
address environmental concerns and make economic decisions.

NJGS geologists produce geologic and thematic maps that are the basis for subsurface and hydrogeologic investiga-
tions, as well as key component of land use planning and environmental hazard investigations. NJGS hydrogeolo-
gists perform regional and local ground-water resource studies, including the mapping of aquifer recharge and well-
head protection areas using Geographic Information Systems.
